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Dear Parishioners of our Beloved Assumption, 

Greetings in our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ! 

On February 2nd, the Church celebrates the Great Feast of the Presentation of 

the Lord to the Temple - which is in our more common terms, His 40 day 

blessing. 

When each of us was brought to the Church for this blessing, it was so that we 

might be òintroducedó to the Lord.  It is our 1st  act of offering in obedience to 

the Lord.  Does it make sense that Jesus would need to be presented to the 

Lord? Is He not the Lord Himself? 

This is the great irony of how we understand what is happening around us.  We 

perceive, thus we believe.  We use our human senses to draw conclusions that 

are not based on truth but based on our perception.  This is why so many say 

that perception is more important than reality - which may be true in marketing, 

but not in the Faith. 

Returning to His 40 day blessing - what is really occurring? We know that if the 

Temple is holy it is because the Lord is present.  Jesus is not sanctified by going 

to the Temple, it is the Temple that is sanctified by Him, specifically, Simeon 

who is waiting for his arrival - for it was revealed to Simeon 3 centuries earlier 

that he would not die until he put his eyes upon the Savior. 

Therefore, to the unknowing, it looks as though Christ is being presented to 

Simeon, when in fact, Simeon is being presented to Christ; it looks as though 

Christ is presented to be sanctified by the Temple when it is He who is 

sanctifying the Temple by His presence. 

Let us not be like those who think they understand 

because their eyes have òseen,ó when in fact their 

eyes donõt have the ability to comprehend.  Let us 

present ourselves that He may be presented to us.

Commemorated February 2 
 

When the most pure Mother and 

Ever-Virgin Mary's forty days of 

purification had been fulfilled, she 

took her first-born Son to 

Jerusalem on this, the fortieth day 

after His birth, that she might 

present Him in the temple 

according to the Law of Moses, 

which teaches that every first-born 

male child be dedicated to God, 

and also that she might offer the sacrifice of a pair of turtle-doves 

or two young pigeons, as required by the Law (Luke 2:22-24; 

Exod. 13:2; Lev. 12:6-8). On this same day, a just and devout man, 

the greatly aged Symeon, was also present in the temple, being 

guided by the Holy Spirit. For a long time, this man had been 

awaiting the salvation of God, and he had been informed by 

divine revelation that he would not die until he beheld the Lord's 

Christ. Thus, when he beheld Him at that time and took Him up 

into his aged arms, he gave glory to God, singing: "Now lettest 

Thou Thy servant depart in peace, O Master. . ." And he 

confessed that he would close his eyes joyfully, since he had seen 

the Light of revelation for the nations and the Glory of Israel 

(Luke 2:25-32). From ancient times, the Holy Church has retained 

this tradition of the churching of the mother and new-born child 

on the fortieth day and of the reading of prayers of purification.  



 

Commemorated February 8 
 

The holy Martyr Theodore was from 
Euchaita of Galatia and dwelt in Heraclea 
of Pontus. He was a renowned commander 
in the military, and the report came to the 
Emperor Licinius that he was a Christian 
and abominated the idols. Licinius therefore 
sent certain men to him from Nicomedia, 
to honor him and ask him to appear before 
him. Through them, however, Saint 
Theodore sent back a message that it was 
necessary for various reasons, that Licinius 
come to Heraclea. Licinius, seeing in this a 
hope of turning Saint Theodore away from 
Christ did as was asked of him. 
 

When the Emperor came to Heraclea, Saint Theodore met him with 
honor, and the Emperor in turn gave Theodore his hand, believing that 
through him he would be able to draw the Christians to the worship of his 
idols. Seated upon his throne in the midst of the people, he publicly bade 
Theodore offer sacrifice to the gods. But Theodore asked that the emperor 
entrust him with the most venerable of his gods, those of gold and silver, 
that he might take them home and himself attend upon them that evening, 
promising that the following day he would honor them in public. The 
Emperor, filled with joy at these tidings, gave command that Theodore's 
request be fulfilled. 
 

When the Saint had taken the idols home, he broke them in pieces and 
distributed the gold and silver to the poor by night. The next day a 
centurion named Maxentius told Licinius that he had seen a pauper pass by 
carrying the head of Artemis. Saint Theodore, far from repenting of this, 
confessed Christ boldly. Licinius, in an uncontainable fury, had the Saint 
put to many torments, then crucified. While upon the cross, the holy 
Martyr was further tormented -- his privy parts were cut off, he was shot 
with arrows, his eyes were put out, and he was left on the cross to die. The 
next day Licinius sent men to take his corpse and cast it into the sea; but 
they found the Saint alive and perfectly whole. Through this, many 
believed in Christ. Seeing his own men turning to Christ, and the city in an 
uproar, Licinius had Theodore beheaded, about the year 320. The Saint's 
holy relics were returned to his ancestral home on June 8, which is also a 
feast of the Great Martyr Theodore.

If 

a quorum cannot be achieved, no vote can be taken.  Within twenty-one (21) 

days, a Parish Assembly shall be called a second time.  At such time, decisions 

may be taken by the number of parishioners in good standing present, with the 

exception of matters pertaining to the purchase, sale or encumbering of Parish 

property which shall require a quorum. 

**Parishioners 

Any person, eighteen years of age or over, who was baptized according to the 

rites of the Church, or was received into the Church through Chrismation, 

who lives according to the Faith and canons of the Church, abides by the 

Uniform Parish Regulations and these appended by­laws, and fulfills his or her 

financial obligation to the Parish, and cooperates in every way towards the well

-being of the Parish is a member in good standing of the Parish. 

The definition of òfulfilling oneõs financial obligation to the Parishó is by 

necessity flexible. Generally, for purposes of participating in Parish Assemblies

and elections, one is considered to have fulfilled his or her financial obligation 

to the Parish if he or she has pledged and paid an amount certain for the year 

prior to the current year and has no outstanding pledge balances for any year 

prior1.  However, in the event an individual neglects to pledge a specific amount 

for the prior year, but has committed spiritually, morally and financially (at a 

minimum of 50% of the parishõs prior year average pledge) to the Greek 

Orthodox Faith and the parish and the records of the parish so reflect the 

financial commitment, he or she will be considered to have fulfilled his or her 

financial obligation and be eligible to vote.  (Stewardship is recommended to be 

ten percent (10%) of oneõs annual income as stated in Holy Scripture to help 

meet the financial obligations of the Parish, the Metropolis and the 

Archdiocese.)  For new members, as stated in the UPR (Article 25, Section 5): 

òA new parishioner of the parish may vote in the election if he/she has become 

a member in good standing at least three (3) months prior thereto.ó 

In instances of financial hardship or of dependent students and/or parents, the 

Parish Priest may waive or modify the above requirements. 

 

1 UPR Article 31, Section 3, states: òA person whose name appears on the 

Stewardship rolls but who is in arrears in the payment of his/her stewardship 

obligations may take part in the Parish Assembly by meeting such stewardship 

obligations on or before the date of the meeting. If a Parishioner is delinquent 

for more than the current calendar year, he or she may vote at the Parish 

Assembly only after that parishioner has met the unfulfilled stewardship 

financial obligations at least thirty (30) days before the Parish Assembly.ó 



Everything we have comes from God - our time, our talents and our treasures.
